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Foreword (This foreword is not part of American National Standard ANSI Z8.1-2006.)

In 1922, the American Engineering Standards Committee (now American National
Standards Institute) invited the Laundry Owners' National Association, the Associa-
tion of Government Labor Officials, and the National Association of Mutual Casualty
Companies to act as sponsors for a safety code for laundry machinery and opera-
tions. These associations accepted the sponsorship and, according to the procedure
of AESC, organized a sectional committee to draft such a code. The code was ap-
proved as a tentative standard in 1924. In 1941, it was advanced without revision to
the status of American Standard.

In 1953, the American Institute of Laundering (formerly Laundry Owners' National As-
sociation) resigned from the sponsorship, and the Institute of Industrial Launderers,
Inc., was officially accepted as a sponsor for this project. The three sponsors, Inter-
national Association of Governmental Labor Officials (formally AGLO), NAMCC, anc
lIL, submitted a revised scope, which was approved in June 1953. Several drafts of
proposed revisions were circulated and studied. After review and endorsement by
Sectional Committee Z8, this revision was approved by the American StandarAs £53-
sociation (formerly American Engineering Standards Committee) in 1961.

In 1970, IIL and Laundry and Cleaners Allied Trades Association (LACAT.M\) spon-
sored a revival of the Z8 Committee for the purpose of updating Am:rica.. National
Standard Z8.1-1961. The newly formed Z8 Committee met several timc s thereafter
to review proposals on revisions of the standard received fro. 2 tl e laundry and dry-
cleaning industry and from other interested organizations. The ti. al araft of the stan-
dard was approved in 1972. The standard was again reviscd in<1990.

The Textile Care Allied Trades Association (TCATA), 1ormesly LACATA, took over as
Sponsor of the Z8 Committee and the standard was ieavis>d in 1996.

The 28 Committee met again in 2004, 2005 and 200+ review new proposals on the
standard. The final draft of that standard was approved in late 2006.

ANSI 78.1-1996 had been approved on 11arch 8, 1996. It was not revised or reaf-
firmed within the next 10 years. Bec~tsa of this inaction, and in accordance with
ANSI procedures, ANSI administra ivzly withdrew the standard on March 8, 2006.
ANSI 78.1-2006 was therefore surLmiucu for public review as a new standard.

Safety Requirements

1 General information

1.1 Scope

This standard applies to the safety design and safe operation of equipment and some systm(s) used in
commercial and institutional laundries and drycleaning plants. It does not apply to »in-crzrated or
ticket-operated laundries or drycleaning centers. For commercial drycleaning operations, this standard
shall be used in conjunction with American National Standard for Drycleaning Plants, ,\NSI/NFPA 32.

1.2 Purpose

The purpose of this standard is to provide reasonable safety requiremcits. Nhere specific devices or
methods are mentioned, other devices or methods that will ensure equally y~2d results, may be used.

1.3 New installations

All new or used equipment installed on or after the date on vhich this standard shall become effective
shall conform to its provisions.

1.4 Responsibility

Machine manufacturers shall be responsible for supplying new equipment which complies with clause 4
of this standard at the time such machines lexve the respective factories. Plant management shall be
responsible for complying with clause 5 of thia. s:andard as well as keeping their machines in compliance
with clause 4 of this standard once such riaznines come into their possession.

1.5 Effective date
This standard shall become effi:ct’ve on December 1, 2006.
