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PREFACE

This Standard was prepared by the Joint Standards Australia/Standards New Zealand Committee
ME-053, Heavy Road Vehicles to supersede AS 2213.3—1998, Commercial road vehicles—
Mechanical connections between towing vehicles, Part 3: 40 mm pin-type couplings and
drawbar eyes. After consultation with stakeholders in both countries, Standards Australia and
Standards New Zealand decided to develop this Standard as an Australian Standard rather than
an Australian/New Zealand Standard.

The purpose of this Standard is to provide dimensions and characteristics of 40 mm pir-type
couplings and drawbar eyes to permit interchangeability between towing vehicles and«tra.'=rs
fitted with such couplings.

The purpose of this revision is to adopt the current edition of ISO 8755.

This Standard has been reproduced from ISO 8755:2001, Commercial road vehicle:—40 mm
drawbar eye—Interchangeability. Additional requirements and illustrations h:ve been taken
from ISO 3584:2001 and are provided in Annex ZA.
