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INTRODUCTION

For the purpose of this part of IEC 60364 (IEC 60364-7-704) the requirements of the general
parts 1 to 6 of IEC 60364 apply.

The IEC 60364-7-7XX parts of |IEC 60364 contain particular requirements for special
installations or locations which are based on the requirements of the general parts of
IEC 60364 (IEC 60364-1 to IEC 60364-6). These IEC 60364-7-7XX parts are considered in
conjunction with the requirements of the general parts.

The particular requirements of this part of IEC 60364 supplement, modify or replace certain of
the requirements of the general parts of IEC 60364 being valid at the time of publicatio» of
this part. The absence of reference to the exclusion of a part or a clause of a genera' pa‘t
means that the corresponding clauses of the general part are applicable (undated referunce).

Requirements of other 7XX parts being relevant for installations covered by thic part also
apply. This part may therefore also supplement, modify or replace curtain of these
requirements valid at the time of publication of this part.

The clause numbering of this part follows the pattern and correspcad.ng references of
IEC 60364. The numbers following the particular number of ti's part are those of the
corresponding parts, or clauses of the other parts of the IEC 60364 s.ries, valid at the time of
publication of this part, as indicated in the normative ref~reces of this document (dated
reference).

704 Construction and demolition site installations

704.1 Scope

The requirements of this part of IEC 60364 apply to installations for construction anu
demolition sites for use during the period of the construction or demolition werk which are
intended to be taken out of service upon completion of the works. Examples inc.ife the
following:

e construction work of new buildings;

e repair, alteration, extension or demolition of existing buildings: or narts; of existing
buildings;

e engineering works;
e earthworks;

e work of similar nature.

The requirements apply to fixed or moveable installa.ion:

The requirements do not apply to installations ‘n aJiministrative locations of construction
sites (e.g. offices, cloakrooms, meeting rooms, canteens, restaurants, dormitories, toilets).
